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Paper Discussion (5%) 
You will discuss your presentations in your recitation sections. Your TA will let you know the details 
of how the discussion will be run in your recitation section. 

 
2 Short Papers (worth 3% each) 
You will write 2 short papers worth 3% each of your final grade. Each short paper should be 600-
700 words (which translates to about 2 pages double-spaced for most people). In each short paper, 
you will select a dependent variable (DV) related to material we have covered in the course. This may 
be a DV that we discussed or a variation of a DV we discussed or a new DV that is somehow related 
to politics around the world. Using this DV, you should: 

1. Briefly describe a hypothesis based on the class material. 
2. Briefly describe a hypothesis generated using ChatGPT. Try to get a hypothesis that is 

different from the class material hypothesis. You will be required to submit the prompt you 
used for ChatGPT. 

3. Briefly describe your own original hypothesis. 
4. Explain which of these 3 hypotheses you find most convincing.
